PUBLIC HEARING (NEW):
PB 7-16      a.
Public Hearing: Application of Paraco Gas Corp. for Amended Site Development Plan approval for the reconstruction of the existing replacement office building located on an approximately 1.5 acre parcel of property at 8 & 14 Bay View Road as show on a drawing entitled “Amended Site Plan for Paraco Gas” prepared by Cronin Engineering, latest revision dated October 14, 2016. (see prior PB 12A-80).

Ms. Loretta Taylor asked this is a public hearing.  Is there anybody who wishes to speak to this particular application?  Did you need to say anything?  Would you like to say anything?
Mr. Keith Staudohar stated it’s up to you.  Good evening; Keith Staudohar, Cronin Engineering representing the applicant Paraco Gas Corporation.  The site is one and a half acres located on 8 and 14 Bayview Road.  It’s located in an M1 – Light Industrial Zoning District.  The site is existing and developed.  Back in 2012 when hurricane Sandy came through, their existing office building was damaged so they removed it and then they reconstructed a smaller office within the footprint of that original building, but never received – without the benefit of a Building Permit.  We’re here to legitimize the site and the reconstruction of the office building.  It’s going to be in the same location as it sits now and within the existing foundation of the older, original office building, much smaller.  We do have to raise it up two feet from where it currently sits due to the flood plain issue over there.  We had some very minor parking lot improvements to make as well.

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated we visited the site a couple of Sundays ago so – apparently, everything appears to be in order.  You asked to add some – a couple of diagram…

Mr. Keith Staudohar stated trailers.

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated yes, trailers, on your diagram or your site plan, let’s put it that way and you did do that.  I don’t believe office staff have anything to further – so there’s no further business.  We do have a Resolution for you.

Mr. Robert Foley stated I make a motion that we close the public hearing first.  We vote on that separate or together?

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated we vote separately.

Seconded with all in favor saying "aye." 

Mr. Robert Foley stated second motion to adopt Resolution #25-16.

Public Hearing: Application of Percy & Barbara Montes for the renewal of the Child Care Special Permit for a Child Care center located at 18 Radio Terrace as shown on a drawing entitled “Site Plan” prepared by Theodore Strauss, R.A. latest revision dated June 11, 2007.  (see prior PB’s 39-06 & 11-11).
Mr. Chris Kehoe stated I have been in contact with Mrs. Montes regarding all the public hearing requirements and the signage.  She did not tell me that she wouldn’t be here tonight.  I expected her.
Ms. Loretta Taylor asked is there anybody here who wishes to…

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated oh, there you go.  You’re up.

Ms. Barbara Montes stated good evening.  Percy and I are here.  We’re looking to renew the Special Permit for the daycare center.  All things have been going well at the center.  Parents are happy.  Our teachers are happy.  The kids are very happy up on the hill so we’re hoping to renew our Special Permit.

OLD BUSINESS:

PB 9-16      a.
Application of the Seventh Day Adventists, as contract vendee, for the property of Arlene Arno, for Site Development Plan approval for a change of use from a physical therapist office to a church for property located at 2158 Crompond Road (Route 202) as shown on a 3 page set of drawings entitled “Site Plan – 7th Day Adventist Church” prepared by Joel L. Greenberg, R.A. latest revision dated October 18, 2016 (see prior PB 36-91)

Mr. Joel Greenberg stated good evening everyone.  We had received memos from your consultants and we’ve responded to them.  The drawings that you see up on the screen are the revised drawings and we think we’ve answered all the questions so we respectfully request a site inspection and a public hearing for your December meeting.
Ms. Loretta Taylor asked would you want to discuss the site just a little bit for the record?

Mr. Joel Greenberg responded sure.  If you recall, those of you who were on the board many years ago, this was approved and then reapproved for the Arno Physical Therapy facility back in the late ‘80s, early ‘90s.  At that time, an additional property was – when he put the addition on, when he put the in-ground pool – indoor pool, excuse me, that property was acquired on the other side of Arlo Lane.  That’s the parking that Chris is pointing out to you right now.  The remaining part of the site which is on the left side of Arlo Lane has the parking, the original building and the addition and it’s been landscaped.  We’ve added some landscaping as suggested and the parking lot remains the same.  We are also appearing before the Zoning Board of Appeals at their next meeting to renew or actually I’ll rephrase that: we’re there to have our Use Variance which was originally given for a Physical Therapy facility and have it changed so that it’s for the Seventh Day Adventist Church.  That’s the only Variance we need.  Again, if there’s any questions we’ll try to answer them.

Ms. Loretta Taylor asked is there anybody on the board who has any questions for Mr. Greenberg?

Mr. Steven Kessler asked I understand you’re meeting with staff tomorrow?

Mr. Joel Greenberg responded correct.

Mr. Steven Kessler stated on the issues there are.

Mr. John Klarl stated a number one issue about the easement that ran to the town.

Mr. Joel Greenberg stated the issue that John’s talking about, in your wisdom, if you look – Chris show that one, right there, back the last time that you approved the site plan, you requested that the Arno’s give an additional 15 foot easement on Arlo Lane.  From the center of Arlo Lane, took the edge of that easement, which originally was only 10 feet is now 25 feet.  That was the purpose of that easement which I’ve given copies of the approved easement which is signed by the Town of Cortlandt at the time.  I think that’s one of the issues that we’re going to discuss tomorrow but as far as I know, as I said, we’ve responded to all the questions regarding the site itself so in order to help move this along, if we could have an inspection and a public hearing next time.  I assume that we’ll resolve all of the issues tomorrow with staff.

Mr. Jeff Rothfeder stated Madame Chair I move that we refer this application back to staff.

Seconded.

Mr. Joel Greenberg stated I thought we were going to set a site inspection and have a public hearing.

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated he wants a bunch of stuff.  He wants a site inspection and he wants a public hearing scheduled as well.  That’s up to you.

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated I know and you’re supposed – you’re having a meeting tomorrow.  Why would we jump on it tonight?

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated I’m definitely fine with the site inspection and that date would be Sunday, December 4th.  You know, in all honesty, the request for the public hearing – it was the first I was hearing it tonight.  It’s up to Mike. 

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated I think we need to wait on that to see what evolves from the meeting that you’re going to have tomorrow.

Mr. Mike Preziosi stated wait on it to see what evolves exactly at tomorrow’s meeting and also the results of the Zoning Board meeting that’s upcoming in the next few weeks.

Mr. Jeff Rothfeder stated and the site inspection as well.  I add that we set a site inspection for December 4th.

Seconded with all in favor saying "aye." 

Mr. Joel Greenberg asked what time is the site inspection?

Mr. Steven Kessler responded nine o’clock.
Ms. Loretta Taylor stated so we’re referring this back.  I think the motion was already made so I’m going to ask for a second on that please.
