ADJOURNED PUBLIC HEARINGS:
A. Case No. 2018-20 
Application of Lloyd Amster, on behalf of Pike Plaza Associates, LLC for an area variance for a proposed free standing sign located at 2050 E. Main Street.

Mr. David Douglas stated Mr. Kehoe, I understand the applicant has requested an adjournment until February?
Mr. Chris Kehoe responded correct.

Mr. David Douglas asked do we have a motion for that?

Mr. Walsh stated that’s my case. Case No. 2018-20 request to adjourn to the February 20th, 2019 meeting.

Seconded with all in favor saying "aye". 

Mr. David Douglas stated that case is adjourned until next month.

B. Case No. 2018-21 
Application of Neave Group, for the property of Christian Whitten for an area variance and consideration of a steep slope permit for an accessory structure(s) – a pool, spa, patio and retaining wall in the front yard, behind the home facing Batten Road, for property located at 49 Bramblebush Road.
Mr. Troy Wojciekofsky introduced himself and stated, Engineer for the applicant. Thanks for coming out for us tonight. I really appreciate it. Since last we met, we resubmitted our plans and documents to address the Town Engineer’s comments. I believe we were complete with the revisions. He did come back with a few more comments on our landscape plan that we prepared just to add some more detail as far as the technical species names and a table and kind of minor stuff like that. But more importantly, we think addressed everything related to the steep slopes application that’s before the board as well as the variance application for the pool in the front yard. We added the bulk table, submitted complete calculations and designs for the retaining walls, relocated the propane tanks so that it wouldn’t’ be in the front yard and require a variance, and made a few other adjustments, technical adjustments to address the Town Engineer’s comments. So I really didn’t have much more to say unless the board wanted me to talk more. If you have any questions. 
Mr. Walsh stated this is my case again. We reviewed it last month and the month before. I really find, it’s not an undesirable change to the neighborhood. Really the only that you’re here is because of the road that sets back, I forget how many feet it is off the top of my head, that creates two front yards. I find, for me there’s no adverse affect so I’m in favor of it. 
Mr. David Douglas stated my only question is will the landscaping be as vibrant as it is on your rendition?

Mr. Troy Wojciekofsky responded I don’t know if those are the exact species.

Mr. David Douglas stated that’s quite colorful.

Ms. Eileen Henry stated it’s beautiful, especially in January.

Mr. David Douglas asked anybody have any questions, comments?

Mr. Walsh asked anybody here from the public? On case No.2018-21 for an area variance and a steep slope permit, I make a motion to close the public hearing.

Seconded with all in favor saying "aye". 

Mr. David Douglas stated the public hearing is closed.

Mr. Walsh stated on case 2018-21 for 49 Bramblebush Road vote on an area variance for an accessory structure, a pool, a spa, a patio, retaining walls located in the front yard and a steep slope permit as required by Chapter 259 of the Town Code. As a condition of this approval, the applicant must obtain a building permit and any other required permits and submit an as-built survey. This is an unlisted action under SEQRA for which the applicant submitted part I of the short EFA dated September 18th, 2018. The board hereby adopts parts II and III of the EFA prepared by the Planning Division dated January 16th, 2019 and adopts a negative declaration completing the SEQRA process. I make a motion to grant this permit and steep slope permit and the area variance.

Seconded with all in favor saying "aye". 

Mr. David Douglas stated it’s granted.

Mr. Troy Wojciekofsky stated thank you very much.

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated just briefly, I’m sure you’re aware for the record, now you will deal with the Code Enforcement office regarding the permit and I think just practically speaking, the Zoning Board doesn’t issue the paper permit per se, so you will still be dealing with the Code Enforcement office to actually fill out the necessary forms, to actually get the permit: both the steep slope and the building permit. 

Mr. Troy Wojciekofsky stated sounds good. Great, thank you.

Mr. David Douglas stated enjoy.

C. Case No. 2016-24
Hudson Ridge Wellness Center, Inc. and Hudson Education and Wellness Center for an area variance from the requirement that a hospital in a residential district must have frontage on a State Road for this property located at 2016 Quaker Ridge Road, Croton-on-Hudson, NY.
Mr. David Douglas stated as part of our coordinated review with the Planning Board I think the idea is we should adjourn this again until March, correct? Somebody want to make a motion?
