TOWN BOARD REPORTS

Councilmember Sloan:  Acknowledged that on tonight’s agenda they are exploring putting up a facebook page.  If anyone has any ideas they can email the Supervisor’s office with any suggestions.
Councilmember Becker: Reminded everyone that the TV Series “Taking Care of Business” is still on cable channel 78 and every month there are 2 new businesses being exhibited.  All past episodes of local business are available on the Town’s website.   Councilmember Becker also reminded the residents that the oil co op program is functioning and doing well and if residents had  any questions, they can access the Town’s website for answers.
Councilmember Lindau:  Attended the VA for a ceremony with Veterans and Greg Ball.  She also went to a hydrofracking meeting and she urged residents to be aware of this practice and to get involved.  Councilmember Lindau stated that in May, the CAC is sponsoring a seminar on traffic; details will follow on that.  Also, on March 24th from 11:00-5:00 there will be the Annual Business Expo which is sponsored by the Chamber of Commerce at the Colonial Terrace.

TOWN BOARD REPORTS, (cont.)

Councilmember Farrell:  As a result of the meetings with MEP (Montrose Enhancement Plan), there is now a striped crossing from Cole’s Market to the Dance Studio across Rt. 9A, a reduced speed limit in front of the high school during school hours, and improvements going on at the gas station at Trolley Road.  This gas station site is in the process of being remediated to remove any contamination.  There will also be permits issued for a new store there. The other gas station on Travis Avenue is on the Town’s In-Rem list and is really out of the Town’s hands, however the Town is hopeful that this property also will be remediated in time
.  
Councilmember Farrell stated that he is looking forward in working with the Engineering Department on the boat launch in Verplanck. This project is going out to bid tonight.
