MEETING CALLED to ORDER

Supervisor Puglisi called the meeting to order at 7:35 p.m.

* * * * * * * * * *      

PLEDGE to the FLAG

Supervisor Puglisi then led all in attendance in a Pledge to the Flag.

* * * * * * * * * *       

SUPERVISOR’S PROCLAMATIONS and REPORTS

Supervisor Puglisi noted three events in the Town of Cortlandt commemorating Memorial Day.  One in the Village of Croton-on-Hudson, a parade in Verplanck for the Tri-Village area at 11 am and a ceremony at the Mongero Park being hosted by the Town Veterans’ Council at 12:30 pm.  She thanked the people in the community for these Memorial Day events and urged people to come out to remember those men and women who have served our country.

Councilmember Cerreto and Supervisor Puglisi are co-chairing the effort at the Veterans’ Hospital in Montrose in opposition to the Federal government, which is trying to reduce services for veterans at this facility.  Supervisor Puglisi said she made a statement to support our veterans on behalf of the Town last week   Our veterans have served in battles and wars in various locations throughout the world and their services should not be reduced.  Suggestions have also been made for ways  the facility can be partnered with the Town with two goals in mind:  a)  To keep the services there for the veterans and,  

b)  To work with the VA for use of some of their buildings and facilities on the grounds of the hospital.

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SUPERVISOR’S REPORTS, (cont.)

Councilmember Farrell and Supervisor Puglisi attended the Cortlandt WATCH twentieth anniversary celebration.  It’s comprised of a group of volunteer homeowners who got together with the primary mission and goal of protecting the environment, preserve the ecology of our area, have rational controls of development in the community.  They have worked with officials throughout the years and have achieved many goals.  Supervisor Puglisi presented the group with a proclamation and thanked them for their service to Cortlandt.

Two weeks ago marked the one-year anniversary of CUE (Cortlandt Upper Teen Entertainment Center) which is located behind the Cortlandt Town Center and leased for One ($1.00) Dollar a year.  The facility operates for sophomores, juniors and seniors from all area high schools and has been very successful.  It’s very well supervised and contains pool tables, ping pong tables, foosball tables, a television, etc.

On tonight’s agenda there are several resolutions about drainage projects that we will be working on in 2005 and preparing for work that will be done in 2006.  Supervisor Puglisi thanked Ed Vergano and his staff and Kathleen Burleson and everyone else involved  for their work in putting this together.  Drainage issues have resulted from some of the ferocious storms we have had in the last several years.  A Drainage Study Report has been put together by E. Vergano, copies of which are available to the public.

* *      

Supervisor Puglisi stated that members of the N Y S Police, Troop K, are present at this meeting.  Captain Michael Coby, Zone Commander for Westchester County leads troopers in our region.  He said Cortlandt is one of the barracks that he is responsible for and he meets regularly with the Supervisor.  He said he feels it is important for residents to know what the State Police are doing for the area and how they may be contacted.  Last year the troopers issued 4600 tickets for various offenses of the Vehicle and Traffic Law.  There were 304 driving while intoxicated offenses.  There is a very aggressive driving while intoxicated enforcement program in Cortlandt and troopers have a zero tolerance towards that. He spoke regarding  234 domestic incidents in Cortlandt that were investigated.  Currently there are thirty-five troopers and seven investigators assigned to the Cortlandt barracks on a full time basis, including two full time resource officers assigned to Walter Panas High School and two at Hendrick Hudson High School.  Troopers are also assigned full time at Indian Point.  The station has three Sergeants.

Sergeant Bill Dexter, also present at the meeting, is Captain Coby’s point person at the barracks and he may be contacted with any concerns in the community.

Supervisor Puglisi calls Captain Coby once a month to give a list of concerns in the community including traffic and speeding issues.

Captain Coby said Sgt. Dexter will be available at Town Board meetings on a quarterly basis and that he would attend every six months to answer any questions posed by residents.

Supervisor Puglisi said there is a satellite office at the Cortlandt Town Center that also has a police presence.

The Town of Cortlandt has won the prestigious Westchester Planning Federation Achievement Award for its Croton to Highlands Biodiversity Plan.  The award is shared with the Towns of New Castle, Yorktown and Putnam Valley.  Councilwoman Ann Lindau has been working on this as well.  These studies are very important to our environment and to our community.

TOWN BOARD REPORTS

Councilwoman Ann Lindau reported attending a composers’ hour on-stage at the Paramount Theatre on May 1st.  A grant had been obtained for the function and it was held in conjunction with the Town’s Aaron Copland House.  A composer who had won the 2004 Pulitzer prize was in attendance and there was a lot of opportunity for discussion.  This will be an ongoing event at the Paramount with the Copland House performing.  About ten years ago the Town was able to take over the Copland House and the Copland Society sponsors an American composer to work and study in this home.

Councilmember Joe Cerreto  said they are trying very hard to keep the services available for our veterans at the FDR Hospital since it is difficult for a lot of them to get to Castle Point which is where a lot of the services are to be moved.

He said that people in Washington are starting to take notice of  some of the things that are happening here. Since the appointment of a new Veterans’ Administration secretary, there is now the opportunity for us to get somebody to listen to us in Washington, as the person appointed to this position is a West Point graduate and is familiar with the area.

He urged everyone to contact their U. S. Senators and Representatives and express our strong desire to not only keep the facility and all of its services in Montrose, but to also reinstate some of the services that have been taken away in the past years.

Councilmember Frank Farrell reported attending, with Supervisor Puglisi, the twentieth anniversary of Cortlandt WATCH (We Are The Cortlandt Homeowners).

This group could be held as a model as to how citizens can organize and positively influence their government.  Cortlandt WATCH has very steadily promoted their ideas and members have worked within the system to elect people who are sympathetic to promoting their cause which is preserving Cortlandt, preventing haphazard development and sprawl.  For over twenty years they have been able to elect and influence the appointment of people to the Planning Board, the Zoning Board of Appeals and the Town Board.  They have also played a big part in developing the policies which we have seen come to fruition in the Town’s recently completed Master Plan.  Cortlandt WATCH is a group to be admired and emulated as a body of people who can get together and work to change things and make them better.

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TOWN BOARD REPORTS, (cont.)

Councilman Farrell said he had attended a testimonial dinner held at the Cortlandt Engine Company in Montrose honoring Harry Van Til, who has been an active member of that department for fifty-eight years.

On tonight’s agenda  the Board will be voting to award a contract for intersection improvements at the Westbrook Drive, Red Mill Road, Oregon Road intersection.  Councilman Farrell said this has been the subject of discussion for many years and the board has embraced the idea of a roundabout concept which would eliminate the traffic lights at that intersection, but which would provide a safe entrance and egress that will provide a higher level of improvement over a greater span of time than just realigning or reconfiguring a traditional signalized intersection.

One of the resolutions on tonight’s agenda concerns Cablevision.  Councilman Farrell said in spite of all kinds of promises for additional services from representatives of Cablevision and in spite of follow-up telephone calls from the Town, Cablevision has not delivered the goods.  The Town will direct the Town Attorney to declare them in breach of our agreement and take whatever steps necessary to renegotiate.

Supervisor Puglisi agreed wholeheartedly saying when the Board voted on the franchise renewal they said they wanted this to be completed by December 31st which Cablevision personnel gave their assurances it would be.  They were given an extension until March 30th, but they are in breach of contract.

Supervisor Puglisi then referred to the roundabout contract saying the Town is very pleased to be able to receive almost all of the project’s cost from other sources of funding, i.e. Senator Vincent Liebell, Assemblywoman Sandy Galef, Congresswoman Sue Kelly, and the developers of Blue Jay Estates and the golfcourse.

PUBLIC HEARING

1. Reconvene a Public Hearing from March 15, 2005 to consider amending the 

Town Zoning Code with respect to Section 307-59B(6) – Hospital or nursing homes.

Town Clerk Dyckman presented and read the Notice of Hearing as had been published in the official Town of Cortlandt newspaper.

Supervisor Puglisi called the hearing to order saying this is to give the opportunity to the Planning Board to go though the SEQRA process in depth on this application.
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PUBLIC HEARING, (cont.)

T. Wood, Town Attorney, said the hospital exists by virtue of a Special Permit under the Zoning Ordinance.  When an application is before a board some latitude is given with respect to modifications to fit the uniqueness of the use.  In this case it was found there are some ambiguities in the Zoning Ordinance so the staff recommended to the Town Board that this amendment be considered by the Town Board.  If it is adopted by the Town Board it doesn’t mandate that the application, as it presently exists, is the one that is approved.  However, it gives the Planning Board the opportunity to consider certain modifications such as setback requirements, floor area, etc. that would be fitting with a particular use.  They don’t have to exercise that discretion, but it is being given to them and it clarifies what the Town Board feels are vacancies in our existing ordinance.  

This is approximately the second month that this has appeared on the Town Board agenda for a Public Hearing.  It’s a continuation of a Public Hearing.  The applicant previously has made a presentation  both at the formal meeting of the Town Board and two work sessions to address many questions and issues.  They have provided the Town Board with additional information including a model of the proposed project to answer any issues that the Town Board may have with respect to what the Planning Board may possibly be able to do under the terms of this amendment.  

There was no one wishing to speak and the Public Hearing was closed on motion of Councilmember Lindau, seconded by Councilmember Farrell, all voting AYE.

Also received was a letter from the Verplanck Residents’ Association in support of the Kings Ferry Road sidewalk application.

Supervisor Puglisi called the hearing to order.  She said that Community Development Block Grants have been extremely important to the Town, enabling us to do a myriad of capital improvements including playgrounds, Steamboat Dock improvements, infrastructure improvements, and water line projects.  At the last Town Board meeting resolutions were authorized to be sent to the appropriate entities to ensure that these grants continue.  She asked for anyone wishing to speak.
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PUBLIC HEARING, (cont.)

Laurie DeCico, CDBG liaison for the Town of Cortlandt and Verplanck Residents’ Association Vice-President spoke in favor of all the applications for the current CDBG funding cycle which are on the agenda.  She all of these projects are valuable and necessary for the continuation of improvement and beautification to Cortlandt.  She expressed particular support for the Kings Ferry Road sidewalk project saying it has been talked about by the residents for a number of years, a long standing topic of discussion at the Verplanck meetings.
James Lippert, 235 Kings Ferry Road, said he is particularly interested in the grant for the sidewalks from the library to Lake Meahagh.  He said vehicular and pedestrian traffic  has increased in this area over the years and there is a great potential for an accident.

There was no one additional wishing to speak and the Public Hearing was closed on motion of Councilmember Farrell, seconded by Councilmember Cerreto.  All voted AYE.
