MEETING CALLED to ORDER

Supervisor Puglisi called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.
* * * * * * * * * * 

PLEDGE to the FLAG

Supervisor Puglisi led all in attendance in a Pledge to the Flag.

SUPERVISOR’S PROCLAMATIONS and REPORTS
Supervisor Puglisi said this had been a very busy month for the Town of Cortlandt with a lot of activity for the local community.
We have been meeting with the residents of the Martin Mobile Home Park and making plans for a Town park in Verplanck.  This property had been deeded to the Town of Cortlandt on the death of James Martin.  A staff committee is master planning ideas for the land on the banks of the Hudson River.

Patriot’s Weekend took place the last weekend in August starting at St. Peter’s Church in the Van Cortlandtville section of Town and went to the hamlet of Verplanck.  This was a reenactment of soldiers depicting the American Revolution and Cortlandt’s part in this conflict.  Alan Morrison coordinated the event sponsored by the Town Board.  Supervisor Puglisi said the program could be viewed on the Town’s public access system, Channel 78.

Last weekend a fifth year anniversary remembrance ceremony was held commemorating September 11, 2001.  We lost four great men from the Town of Cortlandt – James Oakley, Thomas Sinton, Joseph Zuccala and William Abrahamson.

Supervisor Puglisi attended a special ceremony commemorating Prisoner of War/Missing in Action Day.  Councilmember Joe Cerreto was the main speaker and Supervisor Puglisi commended him for the excellent speech.

The second annual Cortlandt golf outing will be held on Tuesday, September 26th .

On behalf of the Cortlandt Town Board, Cortlandt government and the Cortlandt community, Supervisor Puglisi applauded and congratulated the Cortlandt Recreation Division for their excellence in coordinating the Cortlandt Family Fun Day.  It was our first attempt to have this wonderful family event and it was a huge success, attended by approximately 1500 residents.  

Supervisor Puglisi asked Town Board members to join her on the podium where proclamations were presented to members of the Recreation Division.

Recreation Supervisor John Palmiotto thanked the Town Board for all their support, saying the date has already been picked for next year’s celebration – Saturday, September 8, 2007.  He thanked all the businesses, organizations and volunteers for their assistance in making Family Fun Day such a success.
Ken Sherman said the golf outing would be held in one week to benefit our first responders.  It’s a shot gun start at 12 noon with registration at 11 am.  There are still a couple of tee times available for some foursomes.  Dinner will be held at 5 pm at the Hollowbrook Golf Club.

Jeff Tkacs reported that September is National Preparedness Month.  He said there is an emergency preparedness segment on the Town’s website and called attention to and asked residents’ participation in an emergency preparedness poll.

On a roll call attendance all Town Board members indicated their presence with the exception of Councilmember Joseph Cerreto who was absent.  (Councilmember Cerreto was present at 8:30 p.m.)

TOWN BOARD REPORTS
Councilmember Ann Lindau added her kudos to those already made about the Recreation Department and the Cortlandt Family Fun Day.

On behalf of the Economic Development Committee she read the names of the corporate sponsors who were also listed on the backs of shirts worn by all the staff and volunteers, as follows:  Best Buy, Bilotta Construction Corporation, Buchanan Home Center, Carbone Brothers, Courtesy Mobil, Entergy, J.P.McHale Pest Management, LaFarge North America, Lake Mohegan Fire Department, Luposello’s, Mavis Tire, Miracle Home Improvement, Montrose Animal Hospital, New York State Police, O’Connell College Planning, Pepsi, Steve Giordano Builders Inc., Thomas J. Taub Agency, Inc., Verplanck Fire Department.  She said the day could not have been held without aid from businesses such as this and she thanked everyone who participated.
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TOWN BOARD REPORTS, (cont.)
Councilmember Lindau then recognized Richie McIntyre who came tonight in support of his son, saying it’s nice to see an old, friendly face.

Councilmember John Sloan said Family Fun Day was great and noted there were over one hundred volunteers from local high schools.

On tonight’s agenda is a resolution banning commercial traffic from Sprout Brook Road  He said there is an enormous amount of pressure to regulate traffic and he feels one of the worst remedies we can take is to continue our inclination to ban commercial traffic on subsidiary roads unless it is a really rare instance. He feels the Town Board should ratchet back on the approvals it does with regard to commercial traffic and should come up with a policy regarding same.
This is Energy Preparedness Month and the Indian Point Evacuation and Communication Plan started ten months ago still continues and is about to go into the analysis stage.  A report will be available to the public before the year is out.

Councilman Sloan talked about a kind of summit meeting held with Federal, County and local representatives representing emergency preparedness approximately six months ago at our Town Hall.  It seemed that we would be more upscale in terms of our being connected with communications, strategy, planning regarding preparedness.  Six months later this does not seem to have meant much at all.  There has been zero follow up with any of those people, no real correspondence from any of the State and Federal agencies with regard to the goals that had been established.  
He said a Town like ours can only have so much input and responsibility with regard to evacuation and communication before it must be taken over by other layers of government.  That is apparently not happening despite the fact that this is Energy Preparedness Month.

In November, when the board voted to pursue this plan, we had a budget of $100,000 which we could afford to pay because Cortlandt’s finances are good but he feels it should not be paid because this type of homeland security financing should come from other layers of government.  Letters of request have gone to everyone who attended the meeting six months ago, as well as every politician who rules over us, for what Councilman Sloan termed “very justified money” for our community.  Not one person has come forward with regard to underwriting the study.

Supervisor Puglisi said we have spent approximately $37,000.00 so far in this endeavor.  She said she and Jeff did meet with County Executive Andy Spano on the matter.

Councilmember Frank Farrell also thanked the Recreation Department for the successful Family Fun Day.  He was surprised and delighted to see the numbers of young families with small children.

He commented on the reenactment which took place commemorating troop movement during the American Revolutionary War.  One of the high points for Councilman Farrell was to actually get to handle one of the medals that was awarded to one of the heroes of the American Revolution, Isaac Van Wart.  One of his descendants brought to the event a medal that had been presented by General George Washington to Mr. Van Wart in commemoration of his taking part in the capture of Major Andre’.

He respectfully disagreed with Councilman Sloan’s position on Sprout Brook Road commercial traffic.  This is a problem, he said, that’s been studied by an outside consultant who supplied the Town with a report, subsequently reviewed by Town staff.  They concurred that some action is warranted and if it does not work out we can look at it at a later date.

PUBLIC HEARINGS

Public Hearing to consider extending the moratorium for Planned Village Development, (PVD).

Supervisor Puglisi called the hearing to order at 7:58 p.m.

Town Clerk Dyckman presented and read the Notice of Hearing as had been published in the official Town of Cortlandt newspaper.

Supervisor Puglisi said the Planned Village Development currently on the books would provide for too much density in her opinion.  Staff has been drafting something that would not hurt the community and we will have that on for a Public Hearing later in the year to constantly be able to control the building in our community.  We need a few more months to be able to complete the job.
There was no one wishing to speak further and the Public Hearing was unanimously closed on motion of Councilmembers Lindau and Farrell.

Public Hearing to consider authorizing Tow Away zones within the Town.

Supervisor Puglisi called the hearing to order at 8:00 p.m. 
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Public Hearing to consider authorizing Tow Away zones within the Town. (cont.)
Town Clerk Dyckman presented and read the Notice of Hearing as had been published in the official Town of Cortlandt newspaper.  
At the request of Supervisor Puglisi, Town Attorney T. Wood gave a brief preface statement.

T. Wood:  This amendment to the Vehicle and Traffic Law of the Town would authorize appropriate officials and police agencies to have vehicles towed once they’re issued a parking ticket if it’s in such a way as to jeopardize any safety issues as to where it’s parked or if it’s in a zone that’s highly sensitive with respect to parking issues.  It provides that the cost for towing and storage is chargeable to the car owner and provides for notification to the registered owner of the vehicle once the car is towed.
Supervisor Puglisi said she and Councilmember Lindau had been working with officials and residents of the Croton River area about the problems and issues that they’ve been having over the last couple of years in the Quaker Bridge Road area.  It’s a Town road that abuts the Croton River so it’s a joint issue and that’s what prompted the Town to proceed with this legislation.
Andrew Fischer, Cortlandt:  Asked if there were specific locations for this enforcement and then discussed various abuses by the New York City Parking Authority in towing cars in the middle of the night. 

Councilmember Farrell said a towing agency has to be directed by a police officer or a Town parking enforcement officer.

Supervisor Puglisi said there have been significant abuses in this one particular area, but our Town Attorney has advised that a Town wide policy would have to be established in order to implement this.

Richard Weinberg, 10 Short Hill Road, Croton, said he is assuming the parking on Quaker Bridge Road is connected with swimming in the Croton River and he wondered whether we could wait because the swimming season is short-lived.  He said the Croton River is clearly one of the great assets to this area and he feels that it should be promoted rather than have access prevented through complaints of a few.
Supervisor Puglisi said the Town’s concern is the vandalism connected with this parking, including harassment of residents.  Police departments have asked the Town to consider this legislation in view of trespassing on private property, graffiti on rocks and trees, erosion of land.  It is not merely people out to enjoy the beautiful scenery.
Doug Garberini, 1050 Quaker Bridge Road, East, lives in the area where the signs are placed and asked if accommodations will be made for those occasions when they have a party and need the parking space and was advised in the affirmative.
T. Wood said provisions such as these could be incorporated in the legislation. 

Suzanne Garberini, 1050 Quaker Bridge Road, East, said there are twelve “no parking” signs in less than one quarter mile.

Supervisor Puglisi said she felt the residents appearing should voice their suggestions and concerns to the citizens’ committee already formed and she will put them in touch with the chairman.
