PB 9-99      a.
Letter dated May 3rd, 2016 from Linda Whitehead, Esq. requesting the 18th 90-day time extension of Final Plat approval for the Furnace Dock Inc. Subdivision located on Furnace Dock Road.

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated we’ve talked with staff and apparently everything – they were in agreement with doing this because of certain circumstances that have to do with an illness with their particular representative, their lawyer so…
Mr. Steven Kessler stated Madame Chair I move that we adopt Resolution 11-16 granting the 18th and 19th 90-day extension each.

PB 5-14      b.
Letter dated April 13, 2016 from Glenn Griffin of Hilltop Nursery requesting Planning Board approval of a seasonal farmers market and for the paving of the site driveway for property located at 2028 Albany Post Road (Route 9A).

Ms. Loretta Taylor asked Mr. Griffin, you want to talk to the board about what you want to do there?  Would you like to sort of discuss what your plans are there?

Mr. Glenn Griffin responded as far as the farmer’s market we’ve had a lot of interest -- I had a lot of interest in people asking about a potential farmer’s market at Hilltop and we’ve been thinking about it since we opened.  Now that we’re a little more organized we think it would be very good for the community and for business as well.  We don’t really plan on doing it in the spring so much but probably late spring through the summer into the early fall if you guys do grant permission.  We think that that it’ll help our sales and we just think it would be nice to have in the general area.

Ms. Loretta Taylor asked I have a question.  Exactly what month are you thinking of doing this?

Mr. Glenn Griffin responded I would say mid to late June through potentially mid to late October.  I think it would be a little too cold in November.

Ms. Loretta Taylor asked are there any other questions?

Mr. Jeff Rothfeder responded a couple of questions came up at the work session.  One was about the way you’ve set it up you’ve got it in three different places.  We were thinking about it might be better to, first of all, consolidate in one place like in your front area there where you’re putting the staircase in.

Mr. Glenn Griffin stated yes, that would be very good.

Mr. Jeff Rothfeder asked is there going to be enough room down there though because you’ve got a lot of stuff there right now?
Mr. Glenn Griffin responded that’s why we want to have it later in the season because now is our, as you can tell by the way I look and I’m working seven days a week, 16 hours a day just to keep up but the heave sales of plants will be in the next three months and that’s why we’re going to wait because we probably wouldn’t have enough room at this time.  It would just wind up being chaos actually.

Mr. Jeff Rothfeder asked so it would probably be better if you do locate it down in there.  For one thing, it’s only really going to be, as you say five to ten vendors so…

Mr. Glenn Griffin responded yes, we’re going to see how it takes off.  If it does – it’s going to be like fruits and vegetables and just normal things like you would see in the City of Peekskill has one, that’s very popular. We kind of want to mimic something like that.  We just don’t know if we have the room or if we’re going to have the demand that we think we’re going to have and if it becomes more than that we would then come and ask for additional permission.

Mr. Jeff Rothfeder stated that’s the thing I think we were a little concerned about too that, you know if it gets popular, which that would be great and it would be great for your business as well, you’re going to end up having a lot more traffic coming in and people parking up there and walking down and so we would want to keep check on the growth of the popularity of it to see whether it’s effecting the traffic patterns in the area.  That would be part of the Resolution that we would want to include as well.

Mr. Glenn Griffin responded I agree a hundred percent.

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated the traffic patterns in there – we were talking about safety on the site as well.  There’s people backing in and out – backing out to come out of the property and then people moving around, circulating in the property.  We’re just not certain how this would be.  Could you limit the number of tables to a very specific number until we get a sense of how well this is working?

Mr. Glenn Griffin responded I would like to go on the high end because I think five tables is going to look like a little garage sale but if you could grant me permission for ten tables, the higher amount that I had asked for.  Yes, I would limit it to that.  I’ve tried to be amenable since day one and I plan on being that way, good or bad, right through.  I want to be a good neighbor.  On another note, just as important as that is I need to do some paving there.  I don’t want to because the amount of money it’s going to cost but it’s another hazard; the dust bowl.  I’d also like to do the upper parking lot as well but I’ll take baby steps for the time being.

Mr. Steven Kessler stated so Chris, just the driveway and the gravel area in front of the store?

Mr. Glenn Griffin responded yes, the driveway is just a hazard, okay.  It’s just – and not only that, the cars come up the hill even at five or ten miles an hour and then it looks like, you know, the peanut gallery, like Snoopy, like Pig Pen the dust just comes all over people.  It’s terrible.  Believe me, I don’t want to spend the money.  I think it’s a must.

Mr. Robert Foley stated the paving would be an improvement but as far as the unpaved area that you would pave, what about the drainage?  Does that have to – can that be…

Mr. Glenn Griffin responded Mr. Foley another terrific question, now that you bring that up, I’d like to address that as well.  I’ve been working with – God, how could I forget his name.  Such a nice guy.  He just retired.  I’m drawing a blank.  I’m exhausted.

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated the DOT.

Mr. Mike Preziosi asked are you referring to Ed?

Mr. Glenn Griffin responded yes, Ed.

Mr. Mike Preziosi stated Ed and I have had some discussions.  Ed Vergano from my Department we have spoken with Glenn a few times and I think I met with one of your other representatives when it was first brought up.  The same issue still stands is where it’s going to ultimately be tied into and connected, whether or not it’s going to go to a DOT catch basin which would require DOT work permit and approval and/or if it’s going to be infiltrated on-site or contained and captured on site.  So, runoff is a concern.  We’d have to work with you to figure out where it’s going to ultimately discharge to.

Mr. Glenn Griffin stated if it makes any difference, I would sincerely ask you to, encourage you not to contain it on-site.  We’ve tried, it’s a disaster.  It gets clogged up.  You come in, in the morning after a rainstorm and you’ve got three feet of water in the driveway.  People don’t want to come in.  Ed said that he may have some people that they can talk to at DOT to give us that permission.  However, we’ve also, because no matter what you do when we try to contain it on site it’s just not working, all the time, no matter what, even when we follow the rules if it gets clogged, Mr. Luposello’s garage just gets inundated with water.  One other potential option, and I don’t know how the process would go, he said he would let us tie into any basin that he had as well.  
Mr. Mike Preziosi stated we’ll work with you off-line.  We’ll set up a meeting to discuss the options.  We can facilitate a meeting with the New York State DOT if that would help.  Ultimately, the application would have to come by you as the property owner to tie into the existing infrastructure and if you were to work out an agreement with your adjacent property, Luposello’s garage, we would just have to evaluate to make sure there’s no impacts to downstream properties based on the increase in runoff.  But, we’ll talk technical aspects of this with you and your designer off line and then report back to the board.

Mr. Glenn Griffin stated that’s terrific, thank you.

Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi stated back to the numbers of tables and the farmer’s market concept, if we were to approve this, it was mentioned that we could see how it works but how are we going to determine if it’s working or not?  Do we have to bring it back?

Mr. Chris Kehoe responded in October you would come back and give you a report on how his first season went whether he wants ten more or he doesn’t need it anymore…

Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi stated and we should know of any problems that may occur by then.

Mr. Glenn Griffin stated whatever the procedure is I’ll be happy to follow it. 

Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi stated I would ask for that as a condition.

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated that makes sense.

Mr. Jeff Rothfeder asked so should we put the Resolution together for the next meeting then, do it that way?

Mr. Chris Kehoe responded yes.  Obviously, I was going to put together a Resolution anyway based on these things but I think it works from a timing wise anyway to have a Resolution.

Mr. Jeff Rothfeder stated yes, sounds like it.

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated to have a Resolution.

Ms. Loretta Taylor asked and you do want to regroup…

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated a requirement to come back, a requirement to keep them together in the landscaping stock area and then we’ll put some information in there about the drainage to work with staff regarding the paving.

Ms. Loretta Taylor asked any other questions, comments, concerns? 

Mr. Peter Daly stated Madame Chair I move that we refer this back to staff for an approving Resolution.

Seconded with all in favor saying "aye." 

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated I’m going to develop a Resolution that we’ll be in touch with you just to do the bullet points and then the board will have to approve it at their June meeting.

Mr. Glenn Griffin stated terrific.  Just keep me posted.  Have a good night everybody.  Thank you for your time.

Mr. Jeff Rothfeder stated you too.

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated good night.

RESOLUTION:

PB 14-13    a.
Application of Acadia Cortlandt Crossing, LLC for Site Development Plan approval and for Wetland, Tree Removal and Steep Slope Permits for a 130,000 sq. ft. shopping center for property located at 3144 East Main Street (Cortlandt Boulevard) as shown on a 21 page set of drawings entitled “Cortlandt Crossing” prepared by Divney, Tung & Schwalbe, LLP latest revision April 22, 2016.

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated good evening.

Mr. Brad Schwartz stated good evening Madame Chair.  For the record, Brad Schwartz from Zarin & Steinmetz.  I’m with Matt Harrison from Acadia.  
Ms. Loretta Taylor stated you were here last month.  We’re prepared to do the approving Resolution.  I believe we’re going to be doing that.  Before we do, is there anything that anybody needs to discuss? 
Mr. Robert Foley stated at the work session we discussed briefly the swing gates but that was explained to us by staff.  We hadn’t seen it or I hadn’t anyway on the previous plans, towards the controversial concerned Lucs Lane area.

Ms. Loretta Taylor asked but you’re satisfied with respect to the explanation given…

Mr. Robert Foley responded as long as it would be locked and it will only be the occasional maintenance checks and it’s not providing a thoroughfare through to Lucs Lane.

Mr. Brad Schwartz stated there’s no connectivity to Lucs Lane.  It was requested by the town for easement purposes and that’s all it’s for Mr. Foley.

Mr. Robert Foley stated it’s just when you see it on the site plan it looks like it’s imposing but…

Mr. Peter Daly stated I think it might be a good idea to check the lock on that gate from time to time because kids see a lock, they’ll break it.

Ms. Loretta Taylor asked is it a regular lock or is there some kind of safety mechanism that people can just break a lock open?

Mr. Brad Schwartz responded we’ll work with whatever kind of security…

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated I mean you can’t just put…

Mr. Mike Preziosi stated typically on most residential subdivisions or any sort of development whenever there’s a safety chain, locks or gate access always given to the town and fire apparatus as well.  In this case it would be for the town for the purpose of maintenance of a water main which we hope, if everything goes well, it won’t be touched for a very long time but we’ll make sure it’s locked and we’ll work out the details with them to make sure it’s a good looking gate and a properly sealed gate as well.

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated always good looking…

Mr. Robert Foley stated unless we want to give the key to the Lucs Lane people to have easier access to the shopping center.  You understand the concern because of all the…

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated if that is all that needs to be said then Mr. Foley please.

Mr. Robert Foley stated I make a motion that we approve Resolution #12-16 with the 19 conditions, correct?  Do I have the right number 12-16?

Members of the board responded yes.

Seconded with all in favor saying "aye."
Ms. Loretta Taylor stated congratulations.

Mr. Steven Kessler stated good luck.

Mr. Brad Schwartz stated thank you.

Mr. Matt Harrison stated thank you.  As Brad mentioned I’m Matt Harrison with Acadia.  I just wanted to convey our thanks to the entire board for working with us through this process and we look forward to creating something that everyone in the community values very much so thank you.

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated thank you, appreciate it.
PB 15-13    b.
Oregon Shell Station – Letter dated April 29, 2016 from Farhan Ikram requesting Planning Board approval for 3 picnic tables on the property. 
Ms. Loretta Taylor stated we have an addition to the agenda tonight, it’s PB 15-13.  It’s a request from the Oregon Corner’s Shell Station to setup three picnic tables on the property – for the comfort and convenience of their customers who come into the deli to purchase something and would like to sit down and eat it.

Mr. Farhan Ikram stated my name is Farhan Ikram I’m from the Oregon Shell Station at 1208 Oregon Road, Oregon Corners.  This is my first time doing this.
Ms. Loretta Taylor stated you’re doing okay so far.  What we want to do is – the board did have some questions about the location and exactly where these tables are going to be placed relative to the curb around that, because that’s the area that they’re going to be set up in right?

Mr. Farhan Ikram responded yes.

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated so I was saying, when I look at either the sketch that was drawn, the little hand sketch or even when I look at the photos I don’t really get a sense of exactly where we’re going to put these tables.

Mr. Farhan Ikram responded basically, I don’t know if I can show you on the sketch but…
Mr. Chris Kehoe stated and I went out and took some pictures, here you go…..
Mr. Farhan Ikram asked you see where the Shell sign is?

Members of the board responded yes.

Mr. Farhan Ikram stated a little bit left of it where you see the little cut coming in…

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated well now you’ve got several photographs so let’s first identify which one you’re talking about.

Mr. Farhan Ikram stated the first one.

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated the one on top, okay.

Mr. Farhan Ikram stated right over along the curb, right over there we’re going to place three tables, six feet apart.

Mr. Steven Kessler asked where that white car is?

 Mr. Farhan Ikram responded yes, where the white car is.

Mr. Robert Foley asked so the internal curb?

Mr. Farhan Ikram responded yes, the internal curb and that curb is pretty high up and it gets a little bit higher if you see in another picture…

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated you can’t quite tell.  Maybe the second one that looks like it’s a little higher, where the curb is a little higher.

Mr. Peter Daly stated yes, it looks like it somewhat level…

Mr. Farhan Ikram stated also, because it’s a right-hand turn so I don’t think there should be any problem with any cars.  There’s never been any time that a car came up there onto the grass or anything.  Never – I’ve been there – my father owned the station since 1996 and I’ve been going there since 1994 when he used to work there and we never had an incident where a car got up, God forbid, on the grass.  I think that’s the safest side because it’s in camera supervision at all times and we can see everything that’s going on from the station.  If anybody’s, you know, doing something wrong what not – I wanted to put it behind the station but we have people come in and they graffiti up the walls all the time and do stuff like that so I think it’s a bad idea to put tables behind the gas station and it would be better if we put it in front.  A lot of customers request all the time, whenever they buy food they’re like “oh, you should have tables here.  Appalachian has tables.  The CITGO down the road has tables.  We have no place to eat when we buy food.”  So, I’m going to try to see how we can go about it and that’s why I’m here today.

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated I would like while we’re on the subject of placement of tables and food, I would like to see that you have a way of monitoring the tables so that we don’t have papers and wrappings and…

Mr. Farhan Ikram stated I would put a garbage can disposal right where the tables are.  One right over there so this way if there is any garbage, they pick it up and then I have somebody that cleans the premises every single day.  They go leaf blow and they pick up all the garbage that’s on the floor every single day.  If you ever want to stop by, you’ll see that it’s always kept neat and clean.

Mr. Steven Kessler asked how many parking spaces are along the road next to the sign there?

Mr. Farhan Ikram responded I believe there are one, two – I believe there are three right there.

Mr. Steven Kessler stated three parallel spots.

Mr. Farhan Ikram stated three parallel right there.

Ms. Loretta Taylor asked that’s more-or-less where you would expect your customers to park?

Mr. Farhan Ikram responded yes, right next to it.  I want to go a little bit further in so it’s safe also just in case anything happens or anything and then far enough from the road.  It’s going to be more further apart from the road but I feel like five, six feet in from the curb and six feet apart should be good enough.

Mr. Mike Preziosi stated I would just ask that before you actually install the picnic tables, if you were to stake where the center line of the locations and somebody from our department will take a look just to make sure it’s safe before you put anything permanent in there so you don’t have to do anything twice. 

Mr. Farhan Ikram asked what would you like me to do?  I’m sorry.

Mr. Mike Preziosi responded just stake out, get a wood lath and just mark it in the field where you’re going to put the three tables and then we’ll just take a quick look to make sure that it’s sufficiently set back from the curb and not too close to Oregon Road.

Mr. Farhan Ikram asked what would you like for it to be?

Mr. Mike Preziosi responded I think what you were saying is fine.  I just want to make sure before you put the tables down we can come to an agreement that there’s enough space between the parking stalls and the lawn area so that nobody gets hit with a car bumper or a door opening and at the same time it’s sufficiently set back from Oregon Road.  I think that’s the easiest way.

Mr. John Klarl asked they would have to be circular tables…

Mr. Robert Foley stated you may have to create a walkthrough lane because you’ve got three parking spaces there and where you want to put the tables there’d be a car parked there so you may have to create an opening unless you want people running between the three parked cars.

Mr. Farhan Ikram responded there’s barely ever any cars parked there. We have about 12 parking spots down by the vacuums and about another 10 on this side and people are always parked at the pumps usually.  I park my car there.  If you would like for me to put an opening, that would cost me extra money and I would do it obviously because I do want the tables there, but I think people can walk right through or…

Mr. Robert Foley stated my concern is, you weren’t at the work session, I live in the area and I pass that four times a day and you do maintain the grassy area very nice.  I know you recently fixed it up and the sign is fairly new.  Is the concern, when you know the internal flow of the traffic coming in, whether they’re coming out of the gas lanes or going down to the Put Valley side or back out on Oregon or they’re coming up the hill from the Put Valley side and there is activity through that parking lot.  I envision people getting their deli sandwich or soda and then walking across the parking area and I’m wondering how safe that would be.

Mr. Farhan Ikram asked would you like me to paint…

Mr. Robert Foley stated that was the other thought.

Mr. Farhan Ikram continued a stripe going down like a cross walking.

Mr. Robert Foley stated that’s an idea.

Mr. Farhan Ikram stated I can do that.  That’s not a problem.  I can draw up two and a half feet or…

Mr. Robert Foley stated whatever the town code requires.

Mr. Farhan Ikram whatever the town decides and I can draw it from the front of the station…

Mr. Robert Foley stated something to guide the customer to – I don’t know.  In that parking area there’s a lot of traffic flow and you’ve got the illegal parkers in the fire lane right in front of the store.

Mr. Farhan Ikram responded all the time.

Mr. Robert Foley stated I’ve talked to you about it.

Mr. Farhan Ikram stated we’ve tried to enforce that and they’re like…

Mr. Robert Foley stated of you just tell them, but anyway, it’s – and you said about the back of the building.  What we had discussed at the work session was there any room on either side?  I know you have the vacuums on one side…

Mr. Farhan Ikram responded there’s not that much room with accessible landscape back there.  On the back of the building there is room but unfortunately…
Mr. Robert Foley stated no, I wouldn’t put it in the back.

Mr. Farhan Ikram  continued I don’t want somebody buying beer and drinking back there outside…

Mr. Peter Daly stated that’s a legitimate concern.

Mr. Robert Foley stated I didn’t even know the back existed but I was thinking of either side or better, safer access to the grassy area and then the fact that you would have a trash can.

Mr. Farhan Ikram  responded yes I would.

Mr. Robert Foley asked do you plan to put umbrellas on these tables?

Mr. Farhan Ikram responded yes I do.

Mr. Robert Foley asked so they would be secure umbrellas in the high wind and all that?

Mr. Farhan Ikram responded yes.

Mr. Robert Foley stated okay.  And the tables are permanent?  I think you gave us a diagram.

Mr. Farhan Ikram responded I don’t know if they get…

Mr. Robert Foley asked you don’t bring them in and out?
Mr. Farhan Ikram responded no.  We don’t bring them in and out but I don’t think they get bolted in – I’m not sure if they do.

Mr. Mike Preziosi stated they do.  Those typical types of decorative tables can either get mounted in the lawn area, just buried and/or put in a concrete slab and bolted down.  You could start with trying putting them in the lawn area and just securing them that way.

Mr. Farhan Ikram stated I didn’t order them in yet because I didn’t know if…

Mr. Mike Preziosi stated you can check with the manufacturer.  You may, like I said, my recommendation was to stake out the location first because if you do want to put them on a concrete pad so they don’t get stolen, we want to make sure you do that one time and not have to relocate them.  But talk with your supplier to see the mounting installation whether or not it can be ground mounted or put it on a slab.

Mr. Farhan Ikram stated I believe you can mount some type of stake inside the ground and chain it up if anything if it doesn’t…
Mr. Mike Preziosi stated yes, you can typically mount it with a secure mounting but check with your manufacturer on that.

Mr. Robert Foley stated my concern was the safety, the fact though if you could do some type of a striping and then the fact that the tables are further in from Oregon and the merge road which is the dangerous road.

Mr. Farhan Ikram stated I would like them to be towards the building, six feet in so this way if somebody opens a car door or something, or God forbid any accident, you know a car gets on the curb, which I doubt a car could get on that curb but – nobody gets hurt or anything.  It will be six feet from inside the curb and I would like to put them between the two poles.  See the two light poles there?  

Mr. Robert Foley responded yes.

Mr. Farhan Ikram stated in between those two spaces or a little bit past the first light pole but not past the third one, or the second one.  If you go on the back…

Mr. Robert Foley stated I see the first light pole but where’s the second…

Mr. Peter Daly stated I see.

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated that’s right on the curb…

Mr. Farhan Ikram stated that’s right on the curb but I’m going to go six feet in.

Mr. Peter Daly stated he’s talking about these two poles here.

Mr. Robert Foley stated oh okay.

Mr. Farhan Ikram stated and I might have to – no I don’t think I will have to.  I was thinking if it’s not elevated properly I might have to throw some dirt down and make it a little bit more straight but I don’t think – I think it should be pretty good.

Mr. Peter Daly stated as long as you keep it up a little higher.  I think you’ve got a fairly level ground there it looks like.

Mr. Robert Foley stated there doesn’t appear to be any sight line obstructions for the southbound turn lane in and it’s only three tables if we approve.

Mr. Farhan Ikram responded for right now, yes.  That should be more than enough actually.

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated I would hope so but people come and go, that’s what I was saying and it’s not as if they have a table to themselves.  Am I right?

Mr. Farhan Ikram responded it’s always the Highway Department.  The Highway Department, the Fire Department, Ambulance Corps.  They keep on requesting tables because once they get on their breaks they want to sit down and eat and they don’t want to sit in – the Highway Department don’t want to be inside their car while they’re eating.

Mr. Jim Creighton stated those town people.

Ms. Loretta Taylor asked how many people show up at one time to eat?  How many people will show up at one time to eat?

Mr. Farhan Ikram responded they’re not that busy yet.  Each table fits six people.

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated that’s what I’m saying.  So you’re talking 18 persons, whether they are a combination of patrols or regular customers coming in.  I think probably that’s probably a good number because…

Mr. Farhan Ikram stated I believe so.  Hopefully they’re always filled up.  That’s what I’m hoping for.
Mr. Robert Foley stated I know over the border down on Oregon Corners the Lizzies has tables on their terrace and hardly anyone uses them.

Mr. Farhan Ikram responded I see them being used every time I go to the bank.  I see them sitting out there.

Mr. Robert Foley stated it is a common thing where the other delis you mentioned have them along Oregon Road.

Mr. Farhan Ikram stated yes they do.

Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi asked question on the type of table.  The seat swings out, is that right, from what I’m looking at?  Is that going to work on grass?  Is that going to be easy to…

Mr. Farhan Ikram responded it should work on grass.  See that was just an option…

Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi stated it’s got to be level though.

Mr. Farhan Ikram stated I wanted to do it just so you know that you guys would approve it more, that’s why I got those tables just in case – I can get regular picnic tables.

Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi stated I’m not saying you should.  I’m just saying you should think about that because if they’re not going to be moveable then sort of defeats the purpose.

Mr. Farhan Ikram stated I’ll ask the manufacturer if it will roll out on grass or not.

Mr. Thomas A. Bianchi stated and the other question, is you call these accessible – it is an accessible table but the access, just so you know this, the access to the area is not going to be accessible.

Mr. Farhan Ikram stated yes I know that.

Mr. Mike Preziosi asked if you want to make it fully accessible, you have to put a drop curb in so that an individual with a wheelchair access can go over the curb and sit down over there.

Mr. Farhan Ikram stated I would request if I can do that.  Later on I would like to do that but…

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated it probably is a good idea, I guess, to sort of hanging – let’s see where this goes because I imagine that’s a considerable expense at this moment so maybe that’s…

Mr. Farhan Ikram stated further down the line I would like to do that because I do have two regular handicapped customers that come in all the time not that they every want to sit down and eat there but you know we always go grab their milk for them.  There’s two regular customers that come in every single day and most of the time we give them the services if we have an extra person we go and complete their transactions from their car for them.   We accommodate them however we can.

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated well that’s nice.

Mr. Robert Foley stated and inside, I don’t believe you have a table inside, when you first come in on the left.

Mr. Farhan Ikram stated we don’t have the space for a table inside, unfortunately.  I would love to have seating area inside but – that would be ideal.

Mr. Robert Foley stated the main concern as in the outside is the safety to work with the town.

Mr. Farhan Ikram stated absolutely.  See, what I was thinking, if you look on the plans right here where the entrance is, maybe from there I can draw – you know how they have the cross walking, the white stripes and lines going through…

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated Mike just mentioned that if the Planning Board decides to approve this, it would be subject to Mike’s approval, the Director of the Department and he’s already busily sketching some things over here so he would work with you on the particulars of the hatching or maybe the drop curb or information like that.  So, it would be subject to the Director’s approval.

Mr. Farhan Ikram stated okay.

Mr. Jim Creighton stated so, I wanted to thank you for bringing this in.  It’s better to do this before you start and get the approval or find out if you need approval so ready to go forward?

Ms. Loretta Taylor responded please.

Mr. Jim Creighton stated Madame Chair I make a motion to approve this by motion subject to the satisfaction of the Director of Technical Services with respect to the location of the three tables and a possible crosswalk or cross-hatched lines.

Seconded.

Mr. Chris Kehoe stated just one last thing, just for the record for our secretary, for our stenographer, it’s PB case 15-13.  It’s the Oregon Shell Station. That’s how she’ll be able to reference it on the agenda.

With all in favor saying "aye." 

Mr. Farhan Ikram stated thank you so much.

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated be in touch.

Mr. Farhan Ikram stated I hope you guys can all stop by and try out the deli.

Ms. Loretta Taylor stated maybe we will come by after we do a site visit.  We’ll drive by and have a sandwich.

Mr. Farhan Ikram stated that would be great.
