PROJECT NARRATIVE 
 
This office has been retained by Mr. Albert Picarello Jr. (“Applicant”) to seek Site Development Plan 
Approval from the Planning Board for a application proposing an accessory metal storage building at 
2015 Albany Post Road.  The property has an existing commercial building, seven (7) parking spaces, 
Town water service and septic system.  The subject property is is 26,562 SF (0.61 acres) and located in 
the HC (Highway Commercial) Zoning District.  The proposed improvements include construction of a 35’ 
wide x 75’ long x +/-20’ high metal building for the storage of bicycle parts, bicycles and associated 
equipment related to the existing bicycle business (“Down Cycles”) that has been in continuous operation 
for the last 23-years.  The proposed storage building will allow for the removal of two (2) existing trailers 
and a car-port type structure that are currently utiziled storage of bicycles, bicycle parts, etc. as there is 
limited space in the existing building.  The proposed building will not require water and/or sewer 
connections.  The proposed development will require 0.29 acres of disturbance.
