MEETING CALLED to ORDER

Supervisor Puglisi called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

PLEDGE to the FLAG

Supervisor Puglisi led all in attendance in a Pledge to the Flag.

SUPERVISOR’S PROCLAMATIONS and REPORTS

Supervisor Puglisi announced that Earth Day is celebrated on Saturday, April 22nd  and that a Walter Panas High School junior student,  Katie Keesler, is coordinating the program with our Conservation Advisory Council, chaired by John Milmore and with Cortlandt’s Department of Environmental Services.  Beginning at 10 am they will be cleaning up a portion of the Town along Croton Avenue.  This is also in concert with Scenic Hudson.  

Supervisor Puglisi introduced Katie, who was present at the meeting, thanking her for her effort and community spirit.

It’s been nine years that the Town of Cortlandt, along with others, has been fighting the Millenium Pipeline which would have impacted our environment, our residents and their families.  It would have impacted the Haverstraw Bay fishing hatchery area and gone into close proximity of Indian Point. 
We also have the Algonquin Gas Line which has gone through our midst for a number of years.
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SUPERVISOR’S REPORTS, (cont.)
Cortlandt expended funds to oppose this unnecessary Millenium Pipeline from endless impact to our community.  We have had a group of attorneys who helped to win this most recent victory in the U.S. District Court on March 31st of this year.  They upheld Secretary of State Randy Daniels of New York State and former Secretary of Commerce Evans in the federal government’s decision to go against the Millenium Pipeline also.

Supervisor Puglisi introduced our legal counsel, Daniel Reisel, who worked diligently in opposition of the pipeline and also served as the Town’s counsel in our successful thirteen year opposition to the Colabough Pond Road emery mine.  She presented him with a proclamation thanking him for his work on behalf of the Town.
Supervisor Puglisi also acknowledged Tom Wood’s efforts on behalf of the Town, presenting him with a proclamation in recognition of his excellent work and assistance in opposing the Millenium Pipeline.
Both Dan Reisel and T. Wood thanked the Town Board for this unexpected honor with Mr. Wood stating he has never seen a better organized group of residents as those who worked against the pipeline.

Supervisor Puglisi introduced Karen Wells who has been a co-leader with Dan Reisner in working with the Town Board and members of the legal team.  Karen and her colleagues came to the podium and the Supervisor expressed the Town’s gratitude for the tireless efforts that have been expended in opposing the tremendous impact that would have devastated Cortlandt.

Karen Wells spoke, saying only a core group was attending the meeting with her.  She said every time an issue came up they got hundreds of responses via e-mail and telephone asking what they could do to assist.  She stressed that it was a team effort with the Supervisor, Town Board, Town Clerk, Town Attorney.

Supervisor Puglisi reminded all of Cortlandt Family Fun Day on September 9th at the Cortlandt Train Station lot.  The Recreation Division is looking for volunteers and sponsors for this fun filled day.

Councilmember Sloan, Jeff Tkacs and the Supervisor are working on a local evacuation plan.  There is an evacuation plan that has been signed off on by FEMA.  However, in the face of what occurred during Hurricane Katrina it was felt that it was extremely critical to have our own fine-tuned plan with more particulars, more education for our citizenry.  We are having a local evacuation plan with our consultants to educate our community to the best of our ability.  We can’t wait for other governments, federal, state and county, to take care of it.  We are the first responders with our ambulance corps, paramedics, etc. and we have to be ready at all times.

Supervisor Puglisi said Route 6 needs to be renamed and she suggests “Cortlandt Boulevard” to bring more identity to the Town.  The Town has retained a consultant who gave a presentation to the Board last week with plans to make it more attractive, more historical with old fashioned street lamps, plantings, benches, bus shelters, etc.  The Town will be seeking funding for this over the next year.
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SUPERVISOR’S REPORTS, (cont.)
Supervisor Puglisi said April is the month that we pay our property taxes, our County and Town taxes.  She reiterated that she and her colleagues are extremely proud of the fact that during this fifteen years of her administration, on average, we have not raised Town taxes.  Although the Town tax has not increased, we are still able to increase savings in our accounts, offer recreational projects.  It helps our homeowners and our businesses.

TOWN BOARD REPORTS

Councilwoman Ann Lindau reported attending an Energy Fair and learning about www.nuride.com which is for carpooling on a lot of different levels.  We should try to support this as a way of saving fuel.
She also reminded people of Earth Day, 2006 and asked them to attend the cleanup, meeting at Walter Panas High School on Croton Avenue at 10 am.  Refreshments will be served.

Councilmember Joe Cerreto said he has no report this month.

* *   

Councilmember  Frank Farrell congratulated everyone on the significant victory over the Millenium Pipeline, thanking, especially, the citizens’ group for their resolve and dedication.

He reported on a recent visit to Sunset Field with the Supervisor at which time they were thanked for installing the scoreboard and assisting on the dugout.
* *    

Councilmember John Sloan said in the nineteen years he has been in government he’d never seen a better, more organized and understated effort than Dan and Karen and their “posse” did for the very complex project of the Millenium Pipeline opposition.  The project reached from Buffalo to Washington, D.C.  The enormous amount of work they put into this is a textbook example of how a citizens’ group can work very effectively with a Town government.  They should not only be applauded; they should be studied.

He reported on his friend, Dan Ratner, who had planned to shave his head on St. Patrick’s Day for a childhood cancer organization known as St. Baldrick’s.  His goal was to raise $10,000, a portion of which was to benefit a young leukemia victim residing in Montrose.  He did, in fact, raise $27,000.

Two large meetings were hosted by Cortlandt within the last month.  One was on March 22nd, regarding Indian Point – the evacuation and communications aspects.  The meeting was attended by an extraordinary cross section of government officials and agencies.  The Town put forth two points and Councilmember Sloan felt we did so effectively.  One was the acquisition of $100,000.00 to underwrite the cost of the consultants who will do many of the tasks required to give us what we hope will be a revised understanding of evacuation issues and how we would be communicated with on a neighborhood level.

TOWN BOARD REPORTS, (cont.)
There are many places throughout the country where people get money from government for things that are very specious.  We think this is a rock solid reason to give local government money.

The second point we attempted to get across at the meeting is in the rating of our system in New York State with the federal government, local government stops at the County level.  We have a critical infrastructure element, i.e. Indian Point and we should be taken more seriously than we have.  There will be another meeting to further explore this.
On tonight’s agenda there is a proposal for this board to fund the consultants we plan to use.  It is vitally important that Cortlandt, since it decided to take the first step last November, do a more timeless study.  Follow through with the game plan that we have.  
In conjunction with the plan, one of the other benefits that we have free of use – Giuliani Partners.  Entergy gave us the use of their consultant and the Town met with them this week.  We will also have other consultants that we already have engaged.

Councilmember Sloan opined that with regard to this meeting and our efforts to approve the evacuation – communication plan for the Town of Cortlandt, we have come a very long way without “spending a nickel”.  Hopefully someone will come forward and give us money for this great effort.

Another meeting was held on March 28th, a roundtable discussion under the aegis of Sustainable Development Study.  It was attended by representatives from Peekskill, Yorktown, Cortlandt, Westchester County, Department of Transportation and it was not a good meeting.  Mayor Testa insisted that truck traffic be allowed on the Bear Mountain Parkway and the Supervisor insisted that it be not.  Supervisor Cooper despite the last six or eight meetings of not too much effort, feels we should move forward and look forward to the results.  Supervisor Puglisi said we already did that and we don’t want to waste our time with studies that go nowhere.  There are still extended problems with regard to the way this study is set up and it seems to be an ongoing example of regional planning failure.  If Cortlandt continues to participate, we have to see achievement.

Councilmembers Sloan and Cerreto moved that the minutes from the Regular Meeting of March 14, 2006 be approved as presented by Town Clerk Dyckman.  The agenda was AMENDED to include the Special Meeting of March 20, 2006 and they were also approved by the same motion.

PUBLIC HEARINGS

Public Hearing, recovened, to consider amending the Zoning Ordinance with respect to CROS/PROS as part of the Master Plan implementation.

Supervisor Puglisi called the hearing to order.
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PUBLIC HEARING, (cont.)
Town Clerk Dyckman presented and read the Notice of Hearing as had been published in the official Town of Cortlandt newspaper.

Supervisor Puglisi said at last month’s Public Hearing on this topic, the board heard from Karen Wells who suggested amending this to have it referred to the Planning Board for a site plan under CROS on a single lot.  We will probably vote on one aspect of the proposal this evening and then refer that suggestion to the Planning Board for their comments and then schedule another Public Hearing to amend this Local Law.

Dr. Fred Kuntz, Executive Director at Teatown Lake presented a letter to be made a part of the record containing some of the concerns that Teatown would like to have considered.   

Supervisor Puglisi said the letter would be received and filed and made a part of the record and the Town Board will entertain the points in question.

She said the Local Law will be voted on tonight as it stands and in the future will be amended to have the Planning Board give us comments and consider Ms. Wells’ suggestions as well as these other comments.
He said the vision of the Millennium Pipeline and CROS/PROS is an example of how a community can work together to create a vision for a healthier community.  He repeated that the Teatown family is very supportive of CROS.  They see it as a very good first step and one that can be strengthened further.

Karen Wells said Teatown essentially operates a business in a residential neighborhood.  She thinks it’s a wonderful place, but as part of Teatown’s mandate they have focused on becoming a regional center.  She discussed some of the resultant traffic issues and opined that they should return to being a local center.  
There was no one further wishing to speak and the Public Hearing was closed on motion of Councilmember Cerreto, seconded by Councilmember Lindau with all voting AYE.

Councilmember Cerreto moved that the Town accept the full Environmental Assessment  form, seconded by Councilmember Lindau.  All voted AYE.

Councilmembers Cerreto and Lindau then moved for adoption of the following resolutions:

There was no discussion.  All voted AYE.

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Public Hearing, recovened, to consider amending Local Law No. 9-2002 with respect to limitations on the issuance of building permits.

Supervisor Puglisi called the Public Hearing to order at 8:25 p.m.
Town Clerk Dyckman presented and read the Notice of Hearing as had been published in the official Town of Cortlandt newspaper.

Ed Vergano said the current Local Law would not allow the issuance of more than approximately fifty percent of the building permits until the final course is installed on the roads. That’s a problem because construction vehicles traverse the roads and could damage or compromise the roads in some way.  The Town is proposing that all but the last three, or ten percent of the total, whichever is greater, be retained until the asphalt course is installed.

Supervisor Puglisi said at the work session she had suggested that the Local Law be made stronger or we would find a way to do that by perhaps withholding performance bonds and that would be a way to have a little more teeth for the Town government.
There was no one further wishing to speak and the Public Hearing was closed on motion of Councilmember Lindau, seconded by Councilmember Farrell.  All voted AYE.

David Steinmetz from the law firm of Zarin, Steinmetz, representing Toll Brothers with the Cortlandt Ridge subdivision said they genuinely appreciate the efforts of the Town Engineer to address this situation and try to be more responsive with an additional level of flexibility.  He said that most municipalities withhold the performance bond and require that the final installation of that road be paved prior to releasing the bond.  There are thirteen lots of this sixty-two lot subdivision that have not pulled building permits.  Most of those are in contract and the people would like to see their homes constructed.  Under this proposal possibly three additional lots would get building permits, but ten of the lots would be prevented from getting building permits until the final installation of the road.
The developer can come in and pour the final installation of the road which is an expenditure of about $100,000.00.  Just to put it into perspective, the Town is holding $250,000 in performance bonds.  The Town is more than adequately protected to ensure that the road is properly completed.

He suggested that the Town withhold issuance of the Certificates of Occupancy for those final three or ten percent.  No developer is going to be able to complete a subdivision and get its return until COs are issued and closings can occur.

The Town Attorney said this would not put the Town in the best position since once a building permit is issued the Courts will usually hold that once the work is performed on construction of the home they are entitled to their Certificate of Occupancy.  There was litigation in the Town in the 1980’s over this.

Mr. Steinmetz also suggested that the only pieces of heavy equipment used are in the excavation process, to pour the foundation and then to backfill the site.  He suggested that as an alternative, consideration be given to the issuance of a Foundation Permit, a permit that is limited solely to excavation, foundation and backfill.  Once that work is done, no Building Permit, no construction of a home until the final coat is in.  

After some discussion between the Town Attorney and Supervisor, Ed Vergano said this is an interesting suggestion that deserves some consideration, but he agrees with the Town Attorney that the legislation before us be adopted with the thought that it may be modified next month.
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PUBLIC HEARING, Issuance of building permits -(cont.)
Andrew Fischer disagreed with Mr. Steinmetz’ suggestion.  He said several major developments have gone up in the Town in the past few years where the amenities are negotiated in good faith long after occupants move in, long after the contractor’s construction crews are gone.

Supervisor Puglisi said it’s not true in this case and noted the playground that Mr. Santucci constructed which is used every day.

T. Wood said while Mr. Fischer is alluding to many projects that have not been completed, he can’t place any in his mind that are as Mr. Fischer described.  He also said the Croton Avenue turning lane is an off-site improvement which, technically, under the approval process, the Town is not even allowed to mandate.  This Town Board has been very effective in negotiating with the developers to get many off-site improvements – not only the Croton Avenue turning lane, but traffic lights, etc.

Councilmember Sloan discussed the merits of a Foundation Permit versus a Building Permit and said he felt there was some credence to issuing a Foundation Permit.

Supervisor Puglisi said the board can vote on this tonight as was given notification of and then refer the suggestions for amendments to the Planning Board at which a Public Hearing can be scheduled and the Local Law amended.

Councilmember Cerreto suggested that we adopt the Local Law, as advertised, and ask Mr. Steinmetz to make his proposals in writing and it can be received, filed and referred at the Special Meeting of April 24th.

Councilmembers Lindau and Farrell moved that the Public Hearing be closed.  There was no discussion and all voted AYE.
