MEETING CALLED to ORDER

Supervisor Puglisi called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

PLEDGE to the FLAG

Councilman Joe Cerreto led all in attendance in a Pledge to the Flag.

SUPERVISOR’S REPORTS on PROJECTS an ISSUES

Supervisor Puglisi said there is new, high technology equipment and cameras provided by Cablevision in the meeting room.  She thanked all of the people involved in bringing this project to fruition.

The Town of Cortlandt has recently learned that they have been given intervenor status in the ongoing fight against the Millennium pipeline and we are delighted to join our neighbors in Croton and Briarcliff Manor in this intervenor status.  This will allow us to go into the courtroom now that the company has filed an appeal against the Secretary of Commerce’s decision that the pipeline is not good for our area.  The Town of Cortlandt is proceeding with the challenge to ensure that this unneeded Millennium pipeline does not come into our community.

There will be a partial opening at the Hollowbrook Golf Course this fall.  This has been before the Planning Board and Town Board for a number of years and was finally given approval.  There are many benefits to the community, (new sidewalks, new traffic signal money, open space land deeded to the Town. 
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SUPERVISOR’S REPORTS, (cont.)

Most importantly, we received cooperation with the golf course owners that will permit the Town of Cortlandt to oversee approximately fifty (50%) percent of playing time at the course.  This September and October the Town has been advised that on a three day a week basis, the golf course will be open. It is anticipated that the course will be fully operational in Spring, 2005.   More information will be available in the fall issue of the Cortlandt recreational brochure.

The Town Board will be voting on the new Master Plan at the August 17th Town Board meeting.  It has been a collaborative effort over the last four years with our volunteer committee members, with staff members, Town Board members and with the Town residents.  This new Master Plan is going to prevent over-development in our community.

Supervisor Puglisi said she hopes everyone is having a very enjoyable summer – utilizing our Town parks, our lake, our Town pool, our camps and all of the other available facilities.

ROLL CALL

On a roll call attendance taken by Town Clerk Dyckman, all Councilpersons indicated their presence with the exception of Councilmember F. Farrell, who was noted to be absent.

TOWN BOARD REPORTS

Councilmember J. Sloan said we will be voting tonight on a supporting resolution with regard to the recent announcement by Assemblywoman Galef and Senator Leibell that they are looking to reform the New York State budget process.  He opined that this is the first step in a lot of reform that Albany is in need of.  On the local level there are a couple of major items that the board is continually petitioning Albany to lift from our shoulders.  One is a law allowing for a policeman or fireman receiving injuries on the job being able to retire on disability.  Our issue is that those people who are eligible to submit to the State and be accepted to the State’s retirement fund have only for the NYS Controller to make a decision.  There is no question about the merits of the case – the Controller simply makes the decision.  The local municipality then no longer has to pay the hundreds of thousands of dollars of salary and benefits that we have to pay according to the law.  It is this one decision that can lift the burden off the shoulders of the municipality.  

Councilmember Sloan said the State Retirement Fund is crippling local government.  In the case of Cortlandt in 2001, we paid $40,000.00, which was our share, to the State pension fund.  In this year, 2004, our budget has allocated $1.2 Million Dollars.  New York State and local taxpayers pay the highest taxes in the country.  It is a good thing to repair the budget process, but it is a much better thing for Albany to start repairing themselves and start getting the burden of taxation off the local government and for them to assume some of the pain that local government has had to assume without any regress, particularly over the last couple of years.

Supervisor Puglisi said the Town, by State law, must adopt their budget for the next fiscal year by December 20th and, of course, we do that to fulfill our legal obligations.  She said the State should do this, as well.

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TOWN BOARD REPORTS, (cont.)

Councilmember Ann Lindau said, in addition to the Supervisor and Councilman Sloan, she would like to thank Emilie Spaulding, Glenn Bucher, Joe Robertine, Melissa Hoffman and Peter McMillan,  people who were involved in securing the additional cable television equipment in evidence at the board meeting, saying she is looking forward to seeing how it improves our local programming.

This Saturday morning, (July 24th), the Cortlandt Advisory Council is holding an open house at Town Hall from 9 to 11 a.m.  Anyone who is interested in volunteering for service on this committee is asked to stop in.

Councilwoman Lindau had conversation this weekend with a local realtor who was very effusive in his praise of Cortlandt’s Tax Office.  There is a new procedure where a realtor desiring information about taxes on a piece of property can fax in the question and they are faxed back the information they desire, saving a lot of time.

Councilmember Joe Cerreto thanked all of those individuals who were involved in getting the new technology into Town, particularly Emilie Spaulding who acted gracefully and efficiently under pressure.

Councilmember Cerreto said it seems that the state has a problem making decisions so, with this new technology, perhaps we should send some of our meeting tapes up to everybody in Albany.

He said his big complaint with the State, among others, is the NYS Department of Transportation.  It seems that the entire State government has become totally dysfunctional and the reality is that we should send a post card or e-mail to Assemblywoman Galef or Senator Leibell advising of our displeasure.

APPROVAL of the MINUTES

Councilmember Sloan moved that minutes of the Regular Meeting of June 15, 2004 and the Special Meetings of June 7, 2004 and June 28, 2004 be approved as presented by Town Clerk Dyckman.  Councilmember Cerreto seconded the motion with all voting AYE.

PUBLIC HEARINGS

(All public hearings conducted at this meeting are to be found in full context in the Official Public Hearing Minute Book in the Office of the Town Clerk.

1. Public Hearing to consider  Local Law regulating grease traps and backflow preventors with respect to commercial properties.

Town Clerk Dyckman presented and read the Notice of Hearing.

Supervisor Puglisi called the hearing to order at 7:50 p.m.

Ed Vergano explained that under New York State Law, backflow prevention devices are required to be installed on water supply lines servicing their facility.  The proposal is to beef up some of the maintenance requirements and certifications that are necessary on an annual basis.  The other part requires the same issues relative to grease traps that are also required on sanitary lines, anywhere there is a potential for grease to infiltrate the sanitary sewer system.
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PUBLIC HEARING – Re:  Grease traps and backflow preventors, (cont.)

Andrew Fischer asked whether the regulation of grease traps applied to sewer lines of businesses and the small package sewer plants serving residential areas, as well.

E. Vergano answered that small package sewer plants have their own requirements.  This specifically applies to businesses that use petroleum products, greases or produce scum.

A. Fischer asked whether we will be adopting fines enforceable by Code Enforcement.

E. Vergano said that is the intent.  

Councilmember Sloan said he will make a motion to refer this matter to the Committee of the Whole, since the board does not feel comfortable enough that it understands what the ramifications are which potentially could affect every small business in the Town of Cortlandt.  As environmentally honest as grease traps and backflow prevention mechanisms seem, to do these things would cost a couple of thousand dollars per business.  The board can summon up this topic whenever they feel comfortable in the future for further action.

Councilmember Sloan then moved that the hearing be referred to the Committee of the Whole, seconded by Councilmember Cerreto with the comment that a lot of these provisions need revisions and updating and he feels this action is appropriate for that reason.

Discussion:  Councilmember Lindau said this does not mean the Town Board is going to letter the matter drop.

Supervisor Puglisi said the board will evaluate it further – they feel it’s a bit premature to vote on it since they need more information.  Obviously, the board wants to enhance and protect the environment, but needs more details before taking this action.

All voted AYE.

2. Public Hearing to consider a Special Permit for a Planned Village Development with respect to a multi-family senior citizen project located on Route 6.  Receive and fill Planning Board Resolution No. 26-04 with respect to this subject.

Town Clerk Dyckman presented and read the Notice of Hearing as had been published in the official Town of Cortlandt newspaper.

Supervisor Puglisi called the hearing to order at 8:00 p.m. 

T. Wood, Town Attorney, said the Town Board has before it a resolution that, under the Zoning Ordinance, would authorize this project to go back to the Planning Board for final site plan approval by the Planning Board.  In December, 2003, the Town Board adopted a resolution of intent, wherein they indicated they were willing to consider this proposal.  It is located on Route 6 at its intersection with the Bear Mountain Parkway and would provide for construction of 102 affordable rental units and 58 condominiums, all of which would be age restricted, i. e. at least one member of the household would have to be over fifty-five years of age with no children under eighteen years of age.  
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PUBLIC HEARING, (cont.)

Re:  Route 6 senior citizen project

Eight of the fifty-eight condominiums would meet the Westchester County affordable guidelines and the balance of the condos would sell in price ranges between $250,000 and $300,000.  Cortlandt residents would be given preference.

In addition, the Planning Board has undertaken a full review of the project and by Resolution No. 26-04 has recommended to the Town Board that the Special Permit be granted as a Planned Village Development.

The Planning Board is the lead agency with respect to the State Environmental Quality Review Act and they adopted a findings statement which imposed many requirements.  In addition to site specific requirements, the project will, if approved, require that the intersection of Parkway Drive be realigned and a traffic signal installed to alleviate the traffic situation at that site.  

The project would dedicate a parcel of property to the Town of Cortlandt for construction of a two million gallon water storage tank and they would also contribute $750,000 towards the cost of that storage tank.  The water main for that project would also be  the supply line for the water tank.  This will allow the Town to go forward with construction of the tank which is a requirement of the Town’s right to draw water from New York City and a requirement by DEP that by the end of 2005 the Town increase its storage capacity by at least two million gallons.

The resolution, if approved, would also require an annual contribution to the Town by the project of $20,000 towards the anticipation for senior programs that would be required.

The project would generate a $300,000 recreation fee.  The developer would also construct a walking path or trail system that would eventually become open to all residents of the Town and the balance of the site that is not developed by the project would be subject to a conservation easement in favor of the Town that would prohibit any further developments on the site.

The site would also contain a parking area for those people who would like to avail themselves of the use of the walking trails on the site.  There would be a clubhouse and a pool on site for the residents.

Jack Hitzcock, Croton Park Colony urged the board to move forward with this, saying there is nothing suitable for seniors wanting to remain in Cortlandt, but not have the responsibility and expense of maintaining a house.

Andrew Fischer, Cortlandt Manor said he hoped that before this development opens, the Town would pressure NYS Department of Transportation to make needed traffic improvements on Route 202/Conklin Avenue intersection.  

* *        

Supervisor Puglisi said she meets regularly with Ed Vergano and hospital officials who go to Poughkeepsie to meet with NYS DOT.  The project, she believes, is running closely on schedule and we’re hoping for the bid to go out and construction to begin in early or mid 2005.
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PUBLIC HEARING, (cont.)

RE:  Senior citizen development on Route 6.

Councilmember Sloan  expressed his displeasure with the inactivity of the NYS Dept. of Transportation, citing the “dabbling” on the Route 202/Taconic Parkway intersection over the past ten years.  He said the Supervisor had taken the Town Board, Town Attorney, Town Engineer and consultants up to Poughkeepsie for the simple purpose of discussing a multi-project for a traffic light in front of Hudson Valley Community Hospital.  This is the only traffic light in front of the entranceway of the regional hospital.  Not only is the project badly behind what the original schedules were some years ago, but the meeting that the Town coalition went to was attended by only one person from the DOT who said he didn’t have a report.  After an only fifteen minute meeting the entourage returned to Cortlandt.  He said the Town will continue to press the NYS DOT, but it is an increasingly frustrating organization for the Town and other officials throughout the Hudson Valley to deal with.

Supervisor Puglisi said she would like to applaud Assemblywoman Galef and Senator Liebell who are working with the Town to apply pressure to the State DOT.

Ruby Lefler, who said she does not yet live in the area is anxious for these affordable units to be constructed, that she sees a need in the area for this type of housing.

Sue McDonnell, 19 Susan Lane,  referred to a meeting she attended with NYS DOT regarding Barger Street.

She said one of the selling points about the project under discussion in this public hearing was that there will be a traffic realignment and traffic signal.  She said she’s heard there will be no CO given until that light is in place.  

T. Wood said the developer had recently received preliminary approval from DOT for installation of the light.

S. McDonnell asked the height of the water tower and Ed Vergano said it will be about seventy or eighty feet high.

Supervisor Puglisi said it will be disguised as best as possible.  The Town is under mandate from the DEP and the Joint Waterworks to construct another water storage tank to our existing residents.

There was no one additional wishing to speak and the Public Hearing was closed at 8:15 p.m. on motion made by Councilmember Lindau, seconded by Councilmember Sloan.  All voted AYE.

Discussion:  Supervisor Puglisi said she is strongly in favor of this site.  She said there has been a quota from Westchester County that the Town is responsible to meet

to provide affordable housing for all age groups, particularly seniors.  This Village will fulfill that obligation.  She also feels we have a moral obligation to provide affordable housing.  The Town also has a strong responsibility to improve the safety of our roads and provide additional water storage – all of which we will be able to get out of this proposed Jacob Hill project.

There was no further discussion.  All voted AYE.
