Discussion:  Councilmember Farrell said the board had received a photograph at this meeting showing the proposed facility disguised as a tree.  He wants assurances from the applicant that it will be constructed in this way rather than the earlier photograph that showed a metal tower.

T. Woo, Town Attorney, said that would be included in the permit – that it would have to be a tree-like tower.

Supervisor Puglisi said these comments are also recorded in the Public Hearing.

Councilmember Lindau said this will also generate income for the Town since we are able to locate up to five different cell towers in different percentages.

T. Wood said this particular cell tower is located at the Town water tank storage facility on Scenic Drive and eliminates two other proposed towers.
